Vision of Breakthrough

As I was praying – for breakthrough for our church and over our people – 

I saw in the Spirit a domed shaped object that was covering overhead, like and umbrella - I was on the ground looking up at it – 

The object was translucent in color and had an elasticity and substance like a rubber glove –
